He is the Founder Muhi fashion brand dedicated
to fostering creativity and cultural exchange through art.

Over the past years, Mohammed has become a prominent figure in the UAE’s
cultural scene by planning, organizing, and leading workshops for both adults and
children across major cultural institutions. His educational programs are designed
to connect communities with contemporary art and heritage, and have been hosted
by leading venues such as:
